Disadvantages of Frames

There are few drawbacks with using frames, so it's never
recommended to use frames in your webpages -

Some smaller devices cannot copy with frames often because
their screen is not big enough to be divided up.

Sometimes your page will be displayed differently on different
computers due to different screen resolution.

The browser's back button might not work as the user hopes.

There are still few browsers that do not support frame
technology.

The viewport is the user's visible area of a web page.
The viewport varies with the device, and will be smaller on a mobile phone than on a computer screen.

Before tablets and mobile phones, web pages were designed only for computer screens, and it was common for web pages
to have a static design and a fixed size.

Then, when we started surfing the internet using tablets and mobile phones, fixed size web pages were too large to fit the
viewport. To fix this, browsers on those devices scaled down the entire web page to fit the screen.

This was not perfect!! But a quick fix.



* width=device-width - sets the width of the page to follow the screen-width of the device (which will vary
depending on the device)

* initial-scale=1.0 - sets the initial zoom level when the page is first loaded by the browser.
